24V versus 36V 
 
We have had a number of enquiries over recent months from customers stating that there is an 
abundance of alternative product available on the net at prices considerably lower than our 
suggested retail prices. 
 
We have reviewed many of these web sites / listings on e-bay etc – and in many cases the product 
offered is 24V and not 36V as ALL  of TEBCO’s  products are. 
 
I cannot stress enough that there is a HUGE difference between the performances of 24V as 
compared to 36V – a HUGE difference. 
 
Advantages of 36V: 
 

1. Performance - The major difference is in PERFORMANCE - 36V has FAR greater TORQUE 
and POWER. It takes off better and has considerably more ‘hill climbing’  ability. 

 
2. Stability - 36V offers enhanced STABILITY of controller / motor reliability and life expectancy.  

 
3. Longevity  - Heavier grade cabling on 36V systems as opposed to 24V systems ensure a 

lesser degree of ‘burn-out / fatigue’  throughout the power system. 
 
Companies offering 24V systems usually DO NOT advise potential customers that the system is 
indeed 24V – they rely upon the naivety of customers in this regard – be aware – advise your 
customers to be aware – avoid 24V wherever possible – 36V is a FAR SUPERIOR product.
