New Suppliers

Since The Electric Bicycle Co imported the first commercial shipment of Electric Bicycles into Australia in
December 1998, we have seen a procession of so called competitors / would be imitators attempt to duplicate
our business model.

Almost without exception it has followed the same pattern. An entity starts up and imports 1 or 2 containers of
second rate product. They sell this product into the market — either through short sighted retailers or direct to
customer via internet sales etc.

The entity invariably fails within 3 to 6 months — going out of business and leaving a trail of destruction behind
them by way of dissatisfied customers who have no back-up service or spare parts availability.

Recently we have seen an increase in product being offered around the traps by new suppliers. The problem
for customers going forward will only get worse as more and more of these ‘shonky / fly by nighters’ come
and go’

Indeed right at the moment there is what some in the industry would call ‘a reputable supplier’ of standard
mechanical bicycles who is licking their wounds from a foray into the electric bicycle industry — indeed they



have stale stock which they have been unable to move and are now offering this product on e-bay at under
half the price they originally ‘hawked’ it to bicycle retailers.

YES | agree — this is business — and there must not be barriers to entry for entities who want to become
involved in the electric bicycle industry — however we urge ALL potential customers — whether they be retalil
outlets or general public customers to do your homework — be diligent in your assessment of suppliers — and
most importantly — choose carefully having considered ALL factors — price, suitability, reliability, after sales
service, spare parts availability.

Golden Rule : — IT'S YOUR MONEY — SPEND IT WISELY .

24V versus 36V

We have had a number of enquiries over recent months from customers stating that there is an abundance of
alternative product available on the net at prices considerably lower than our suggested retail prices.

We have reviewed many of these web sites / listings on e-bay etc — and in many cases the product offered is
24V and not 36V as ALL of TEBCO'’s products are.

| cannot stress enough that there is a HUGE difference between the performances of 24V as compared to 36V
— a HUGE difference.

Advantages of 36V:

1. Performance - The major difference is in PERFORMANCE - 36V has FAR greater TORQUE and
POWER. It takes off better and has considerably more ‘hill climbing’ ability.

2. Stability - 36V offers enhanced STABILITY of controller / motor reliability and life expectancy.

3. Longevity — Reduced cable and connection stress on 36V systems as opposed to 24V systems
ensure a lesser degree of ‘burn-out / fatigue’ throughout the power system.

4. Range — Quite simply a 36V system is a bigger bucket of electricity to allow you to travel further with
more assistance.

Companies offering 24V systems usually DO NOT advise potential customers that the system is indeed 24V —
they rely upon the naivety of customers in this regard — be aware — advise your customers to be aware — avoid
24V wherever possible — 36V is a FAR SUPERIOR product.

New Pricing

You are all aware that the Australian Dollar has regained a lot of its strength after it was ‘smashed’ as a result
of the WEC.

To reflect this The Electric Bicycle Co has realigned most prices for our range of electric bicycles.
ALL prices for ALL models are listed at bottom of this newsletter.

The Electric Bicycle Co has been the ‘price setter’ for electric bicycles and electric tricycles since we
imported the first commercial shipment in December 1998 and we will continue to be so in the future.

We will offer quality product at affordable prices offering value to our customers who will enjoy reliability and
serviceability throughout the life of their bicycle or tricycle.

This is not a hollow promise on what we can deliver — we have been doing it for 11 years now while we see a
continual stream of ‘so-called competitors’ around us fall by the way side.
